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The Invention Process 
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Documenting correctly starts with 
the right kind of notebook. The book 
should be card-cover scientific style 
with a table of contents and a graph 

paper interior. 

The proper documentation method 
begins with some basic rules. 

Page one (1) of the graph paper is to 
be used for registering the book to 
you. This will show ownership and 
make the notebook your personal 

property.  
* A patent is also personal property.*

After you have registered on page 
one (1) of the graph portion of the 

book, you can document your idea in 
the following format. 

Use the left hand pages or the even 
numbered pages for drawings of the 
invention, while the process or trade 
secret is to be explained on the right 
or odd number pages of the graph 
portion of the book. Sign and date 

the beginning of the page, then 
document your idea. Explain the 

drawing and sign and date  
after words.
